You must display your Area F Vehicle Access Pass on your vehicle on Sunday 18 February 2024

to gain access.

The only access point for residents within Area F is via the Shakespeare Grove checkpoint. Access to
this entry point is via Marine Parade, turn right into Blessington Street, turn right at Spenser Street and
left into Chaucer Street. Please note there will be heavy traffic in this location and delays can be
expected.
